You know the drill ï get a cuppa, and sit down for half an hour with the best little 

magazine in the west! You know it makes sense!

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Where two or three are gatheredé 

 

Thereôs definitely a feel of autumn in the air and yet more strangeness 

prevails. We were sort of coming out of lockdown but are restricted yet 

again. However restrictions have not affected our church activities and so 

we are tentatively creeping back to worship. It feels extremely different. 

We cannot socialise, we must keep distant, and we canôt sing. We can take 

communion in one kind (we will eventually do that, but I want to wrap my 

head around worship before adding the choreography of the restrictions 

around communion). Whilst I appreciate many are keen to be together, I 

am less than enthusiastic as I feel so much of what is valuable is stripped 

away at the moment, and is replaced by layers of awareness of space, 

cleansing, and PPE. However there is a deep desire to worship together and 

so it is happening.  

 

What we are allowed to do is to meet in small groups. The early church 

began as a movement of people meeting secretly in each otherôs homes. 

Sometimes these were quite large gatherings in the homes of rich 

Christians, and other times they were much smaller. If you are able to get 

hold of a copy of Paula Gooderôs ñPhoebeò it gives a good insight to the 

early church and what the lives of Christians looked like as they tried to 

discern what it meant to follow Jesus whilst in danger of their lives. It is a 

novel following the life of one of the leaders of the early church and is 

beautifully written. I really do recommend it. 

 

The Gospel reading for a Sunday in September followed Matthew 18 

where Jesus is talking to his followers about how to deal with 

disagreement. Jesus ends his advice (which is worth reading!) by 
reminding his followers that ñwhere two or three gather in my name, there  
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I am with themò. In these weird times we need to look at how we sustain 

ourselves differently. God made us for relationship and so it is no surprise  

hat we miss and crave the habits we know which built relationship, like 

Sunday church. However, we can meet in smaller groups for now. One of 

the oddities of our current restrictions (which may, I guess, change before 

publication of this article!) is that we can meet in mixed household groups 

of 6 at a social distance. Therefore, we can meet with church friends to 

read the bible, pray together, and listen to worship music. I canôt even find 

advice that you canôt sing together, although if it is deemed unsafe in 

church it is certainly unsafe in homes.  

 

Over the summer I sent out study material to follow the sermon series that 

we have been looking at. I hope one of the things that might have struck 

folk is that bible study does not need to be complicated, and those simple 

questions (What stood out? What challenged you? How could this affect 

you going forwards?) can apply to any passage. I really urge people to 

consider forming smaller groups with friends. It is hard that so much of 

what we were used to is currently different or impossible, but when we 

drill down to the nub of what we are craving, it is interaction. And we can 

make that happen. It might be that it feels a huge step to pick up the phone 

and suggest to someone that you meet once a week to chat (what if they 

say no!!! Well, the chances are that they will be delighted to be asked!). 

 

Most growing churches with thriving ministries have a network of smaller 

groups, and if you look at any larger church, they will have a network of 

smaller groups. Whilst I know that our make-up and demographic is 

different in our smaller rural setting, the trend still applies that churches 

with small groups will have more energy and connection with their 

community and be more likely to see growth. This is simply because more 

meaningful relationships are formed, and people are taking more 

responsibility for their own spiritual growth. It follows that, if we want to 

see a healthy church and growth, we need to see more of each other. 

Hopefully, the idea of meeting for a cuppa and a chat as a way of seeing 

our church thrive is not a hardship! 
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I really want to encourage you to consider finding a way to form a small 

ñhubò. It might be that you are part of a pilgrim pod, or bible study group 

already, and can testify to how helpful it is to have a group that you have 

shared some learning and journeyed with. It might be that you are not yet  

comfortable to meet face to face with people. I can easily set up zoom 

meetings for groups, or you can call one another, or set up something like a 

WhatsApp group chat.  

 

We are probably a fair way from being able to meet in church as we would 

like. The guidance we receive that limits our meetings is effectively 

government guidance and it would be irresponsible for the church to ignore 

it. I certainly have not experienced a pandemic before, and therefore am 

more than happy to follow guidance laid down by experience public health 

professionals! However, there is still much we can do to ensure we get the 

support and connection we crave. And more than that, I have hopes that, by 

building on those connections we made in caring for each other in 

lockdown, we can create some healthy habits that will ensure our church 

thrives and grows.  

 

Itôs hard to be forced to change our familiar and comforting habits. Church 

is a good habit! But letôs use the opportunity to build something that will 

be even more supportive and sustainable for the future of our church. 

When the early Christians began meeting in small groups it gave rise to a 

worldwide movement! And it starts by committing to meet with some 

friends and talking a little about the bible with them over a cuppaé It isnôt 

so bad!!

To those of you who are members, your committee has sent out 

an email regarding the proposed visit to Lukesland Gardens at 

Ivybridge which should have taken place on Wednesday 21st 

October.

It comprises of many 

autumn flowering shrubs, some champion trees and an acer 

glade so could be well worth a visit, but please note that they are 

only open on Sundays and Wednesdays 11 am to 5 pm 

between 13th September and 15th November.    
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Garden Tips for October 
  

1. Cut back herbaceous perennials that have finished flowering 

and are looking untidy but leave any that have attractive seed 

heads for winter interest and the birds. 

 

2.  Move any evergreen shrubs to new positions in prepared soil 

and water well. 

 

3.  Prune tall shrubs by half to reduce windrock during winter. 

 

4. Rake up healthy leaves to make leaf mould by placing in 

either a wire net bin or pierced bin liners. 

 

5.  Plant garlic 6" apart with tips 1" below soil level and plant 

out spring cabbage. 

 

6.  Harvest apples and pears by lifting and twisting (if they 

won't come easily they are not ready) and fit grease bands round 

trunks to prevent winter moth. 

 

7.  Lastly why not make a hibernation box for hedgehogs; the 

poor things need all the help they can get.

Many of us living in and around Menheniot have followed Charlieôs 

musical progress since she started singing in public locally. She must have 

been about twelve when I first heard of this talented young girl with a 

lovely voice who had sung at the wedding of the daughter of a friend in the 

village.

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Heritage ï The Age of Two Loos Lautrec 

How many of Britainôs public loos were wiped out at the 

keystroke of an accountantôs Spreadsheet? Once the envy of the 

world, many of the United Kingdomôs public conveniences have 

been destroyed by Council accountants who know the price of 

everything and the value of nothing. 

 

Spending a penny: the former public convenience is now a café. 

In Londonôs Oxford Street, there is a splendid underground 

public lavatory. Built in 1890, it is a triumph of Victorian 

design, with a wrought-iron canopy of extraordinary ógothic-

meets-art-nouveauô form. 

The only problem is you havenôt been able to relieve yourself 

there for about half a century. Mothballed in the Sixties, it  
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reopened in 2013 as ñattendantò (complete with the trendy, 

lower-case ñaò) ï it is now a coffee and brunch café. The 

original green and white tiles survive. And the Doulton & Co 

porcelain urinals have been incorporated into the décor to divide 

up the tables into single booths, with the original cisterns 

looming overhead. The serving counter is where the cubicles 

once stood.  Fortunately, all traces of the previous function have 

been eliminated. 

The urinals are so beautifully designed that you soon forget their 

original function ï until you climb the stairs to find that 

desperate locals have been peeing on the outside of that 

beautiful canopy. In one way you can hardly blame them. 

Across the country, public loos have almost disappeared, turned 

into cafés, pubs, florists or just flattened. 

More than Ã26 million has been slashed from public lavatory 

budgets during the past five years, according to new figures. 

Some parts of Britain have no public conveniences at all. 

Elsewhere, theyôve been cut by 90 per cent. The British Toilet 

Association ï founded in 1999, just as the decline was 

beginning ï estimates that half of all public lavatories have been 

closed since 2009. In the whole of Wiltshire, there is just one 

public loo. In Cornwall, there were 247 in 2011 yet just 14 in 

2018.  We have the Menheniot Parish Council to thank for the 

fact that the village still retains its public lavatory.

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Merrymeet meeting postponed 

Unfortunately we were asked to pause our plans to hold a public meeting 

on the 14th September at St Martinôs church, Liskeard. The rise in 

infection rate, and the Governmentôs plans to bring in tighter restrictions 

on gatherings prompted the Archdeacon to ask us to postpone the meeting 

until restrictions eased. Clearly this is not going to be for a while yet, 

which the PCC recognises is frustrating for everyone.  

 

The hope had been that the PCC could share the process so far to seek to 

find funding for the roof, the failure of that process when the funding 

avenues were not successful, and the decision that it left no other option 

but to move toward closure. We would also have been able to hear what 

the next steps would look like, with the first step being the public meeting 

and the chance to ask questions.  

 

In the meantime the congregation are meeting again, although will need to 

find an alternative home for the winter. Not because there is any issue with 

the building at Merrymeet, but simply because they cannot fit! It is 

possible that they may move their services to St. Ive whilst social 

distancing is in place. Currently we think we could only get a dozen or so 

into Merrymeet, and the congregation is usually at least 20.  

 

The roof still poses an issue, although a church member has kindly agreed 

to underwrite all repairs for the next 3 years to allow time to consult with 

the local community and explore if the funds can be found.  

 

Another question raised was about the location of the meeting. Obviously 

we had to meet in a ñcovid secureò location (somewhere with the right risk 

assessment and measures in place) and it needed to be large enough to 

accommodate as many as may want to come, and allow for parking. St. 

Maryôs church building is far too small, and even the parish church in  
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Menheniot will only seat around 30 all socially distanced. Therefore it was 

felt St. Martins, which also offers good PA, was the best solution. 

Especially given the residents of Merrymeet and Pengover Green would 

have to drive to any venue.  

 

We will hopefully be able to rearrange this meeting as soon as restrictions 

allow. In the meantime, please do keep your eye out on Facebook and A 

Church Near You website, and notice boards for information about 

services being help in Menheniot and Merrymeet. We continue with 

worship on zoom as well.  

 

The most important fact in all of this is that if you want your church 

buildings to be there, you need to support them, both financially and in 

person.

Just after Iôd arranged to meet Lynne and Jenna for lunch in Plymouth next 

week, I heard on the radio that thereôs a COVID outbreak there. A group of 

young people, back from a holiday in Greece - asymptomatic and living it 

up ever since, according to the news.  

Mind you, as risk assessments go, I think our little lunchtime gathering will 

be fairly safe. Jen is the youngest of us by a mile and even sheôs the wrong 

side of 40 now. I doubt weôll end up organising a rave or dancing the night 

away at a club on Union Street. 

Another jaunt to Sterts this evening. The cast were all having such fun! As 

were we in the audience. Twelfth Night (the COVID version) is a farce for 

todayôs politically insane, pandemic-ridden times.  Brilliant!  

Friday 28th August 

Scrolling through my old videos this evening (to see if I could save some 

space), I came across a recording of Barrack Obamaôs 2012 inauguration. I 

watched it live almost eight years ago. I cried! I watched it again today. I 

cried againé.. 

So, this is the 57th anniversary of Martin Luther Kingôs óI Have a 

Dreamô speech. And what have we done? 
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Monday 31st August 

August Bank Holiday in COVID Britain. And, living as I do in Sunny 

Cornwall, Playground to the Nation, I spent the day in the usual way - at 

home, avoiding the traffic. And getting rid of all the black tomatoes. 

Whatôs happened to them? Theyôre supposed to turn red (or orange, or 

even ï occasionally - yellow). Not black! 

Blight, according to Jennie. Oh dear. So much for my harvesting a 

mountainous glut of tomatoes, bartering them and helping Rishi pay off the 

national debt. Beware too much rain! And beware hubris. Even in your 

dreams. 

Wednesday 2
nd

 September 

Ventured back into Plymouth today, searching for a new mattress. You 

shop for such things by appointment, these days. The first shop was 

ógeneral furnitureô and Roger-the-salesman gave me the Grand Tour of 

Mattresses. ñIs that for the bed, or the whole house?ò I said, pointing to a 

£2500 sign on top of a mattress that was lying there, trying not to show off. 

ñJust the mattressò, said Roger proudly, inviting me to try it out. With a 

flourish he produced a reel of over-sized toilet roll and tore some off, for 

me to lie on. ñWhat do you do after people have tried these out?ò said I 

(Indicating the mattresses). ñOhò, said Roger, shrugging, ñWe just plump 

them upò. Hm! COVID-safe, eh? 

I scuttled off to Dreams soon afterwards. Now thatôs worth a visit, in 

anyoneôs book. Just for the experience. Theyôve got this robot, 

masquerading as a bed. Iôve seen it on the telly. You lie on it and it talks to 

you in Joanna Whatôs-her-nameôs voice (her from óGavin and Staceyô). 

She regales you with how clever the machine is. I didnôt believe that the 

multi-coloured grainy silhouette lying down on the screen above me was 

actually me, so I waved at it. It waved back. Spooky, really.

Doing my bit to keep Tamar Toll in 

business. Had lunch with Lynne, Jenna and Phil. At Cosmic Kitchen, in the 

Barbican. They only opened in January. Imagine the óCosmicô language in 

the Kitchen on 23
rd

 March, when they realised theyôd have to close! The 

menu is more Middle-Eastern than cosmic, but Jenna was beside herself, 

able to choose from more than the single mandatory veggie dish on most 

menus. 

She and Phil are here for the weekend to see his family. He was presented 

with a new grand-daughter at the end of last year, but hasnôt seen the little 

sprout since February. Bless! Jennaôs at the stage where sheôs caught 

between Phil and his family on one side and her parents on the other. The 

parents only live a few doors away, but her mum has been isolating so 

theyôve just been meeting in the garden. Now, though, with winter looming 

and the nights drawing in, theyôre a bit stuck for alternatives. We spent the 

main course speculating on what might happen (or not) if things donôt ease 

up a bit more in time for Christmas. 

Saturday 5th September 

MARK PENGELLY HAS BEEN ARRESTED! Jane got in touch this 

afternoon and said, ñTake a look on Markôs Facebook pageò. So I did. 

Apparently, Rowan Williams (that well-known trouble-making 

revolutionary!) has been exhorting Christians to make a stand for climate 

justice. Mark took him at his word and joined this ten-day demonstration 

that Extinction Rebellion are running in London. He was one of the 200 

people arrested for ówilful obstruction of a highwayô. His Facebook post is 
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classic Mark: ñWatching the cell dooré(at).. the police station clang shut 

on me in the middle of the night, was a powerful reminder that following 

Christ is a serious challengeé.. (but)é. I knew that all was well with my 

soul. I felt I was where God wanted me to beò.  

You have to admire someone whoôs prepared to fight for his beliefs. To 

quote Tylerôs comment online, ñYou rock, Revò! 

Monday 7th September 

It seems to be Wales and Scotland v. England and Northern Ireland at the 

moment.

Times like today I feel Iôm drowning in the enormity of whatôs happening, 

at the lack of direction; the way things seem to fluctuate, one way and 

another, one day to the next.

The changes are relentless and overwhelming and thereôs no 

logic to whatôs happening. I feel that the future is coming too fast.  And in 

my case, too late.  

Anyway, the village school ós properly open again. So thatôs something. 

Itôs not too late for those little people. I just worry that weôre leaving them 

a nightmare of a legacy.  

Tuesday 8
th

 September 

I had a shingles jab today. Pneumonia jab last month, óflu jab next month. I 

wonder if thereôs a prize for the Best Human Pincushion?  

Saw Leah, kipping on the grass verge outside the surgery. Waiting for a 

prescription. She opened her eyes as I walked towards her. There was a lot 

to catch up on. We hadnôt seen each other for ages. The group meeting 

arranged in March was cancelled by the Chair and Secretary, due to health 

issues and the encroaching Coronavirus. I realised how many friends Iôve 

not seen since then. ñMy world is closing in on meò, I said. ñI think a lot of 

people feel like thatò, said Leah.  
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Wednesday 9
th   

September 

There was ñA Slight Acheò at Sterts this evening. I went to see it with Liz. 

The cast gave really nuanced performances, even when they werenôt 

speaking. Steve and Glenda always make a terrific team. And poor Tony 

managed to stand, perfectly still, for most of the hour and a quarter, saying  

nothing at all, but emanating the vibes sent out by the other two, ranging 

from ñinnocent bystanderò to ñmenacing intruderò. I bet his back has óa 

slight acheô in the morning. 

The play was so good! é..Too good. Pinter is not a ball of laughs at the 

best of times and this play is full of angst. In a way, itôs a play for our time. 

But I, for one, left more full of angst than when Iôd arrived. As indeed, did 

Sterts-Manager-Peter, who was sitting next to us with Sterts-Singers-Jane. 

All of us in the audience were a bit quiet and thoughtful as we trooped out 

at the end.  

ñItôs a very poignant autumn this year, isnôt it?ò said Liz, as we walked 

down the path from the canopy, into the dark. 

Friday 11th September 

The cat caught a sparrow this afternoon. She brought it in to show off to 

me. I was a model of efficiency, though I say it myself. Shut the cat out of 

the room, caught the sparrow (with benefit of pot and plate) and off it flew  

when I got it outside. Shaken, definitely; but not stirred, hopefully. Then I 

told the cat she was grounded, to give the bird time to escape. Whereupon 

cat demonstrated her disgust by throwing up a fur-ball on the carpet. Oh, 

the joys of pet ownership! 

Jennie and I went to see Charlieôs first solo gig at Sterts tonight. A sell-out! 

ñI think half of Menheniotôs here!ò said Peter-the-Manager. Well we 

would be, wouldnôt we? To support our home-grown young songbird. 

Some of her music is familiar now and a couple of people in the audience 

were quietly humming along. ò Bit of a different mood, tonightò, said 

Peter, beaming, as we all left, springs in our steps. Heôs right. Sterts can 
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transport you to so many different places. Which is what itôs there to do, I 

suppose. All I can say is, thank God for it, right now. 

Then we went to the Crowôs Nest for a meal. Post COVID-19 pub set-up. 

Only three tables in the lounge bar, a small group at one table, Jennie and I 

at another (scoffing our fish and chips) and a group of seven or eight 

opposite us, chatting together quite quietly, but seemingly celebrating.

Much more and 

theyôd have seen the smoke, if not the flames, in Liskeard. 

When was the last time I 

was out until 11.30? Not since New Year, I think. Not since we celebrated 

the arrival of 2020. With hope and fireworks. Well, the fireworks certainly 

did the trick. ñWhat next?ò I wondered. This infection is gaining 

momentum again. Schools are shutting down already and there have been  

local lockdowns for over a month; the testing programme is stalling again.  

And in the middle of all this, Iôd had a great night out. óThe Last Hurrah, 

for a while?ò I thought. 

Saturday 12
th

 September 

The Farmersô Market is open again!! Yay! No refreshments this month and 

everyone wearing masks.  A bit of a queue (which is a Good Thing). You 

go in one way and come out the other. Another step forward for the village 

and good to see the familiar faces behind the counters. 
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So now, just when we think weôve had enough News for one lifetime, 

Brexit has reared its head again. I thought I was doing a good job of 

ignoring this latest argie-bargie. Then David rang, to tell me how his 

parents in Bexhill are getting on AND to deliver another instalment of 

óWhat David Thinks of the Governmentô. 

Theyôre still poorly, but at least he can stay with them now, when he visits. 

(Daveôs parents, not the government.) I gleaned that bit of family news  

during intervals in the tirade about óDomboô breaking international law re 

the EU withdrawal agreement.  

DAVE: ñé.When the rest of us are expected to obey their ***** 

(expletive deleted) law and not meet more than five other people at a time! 

What the **** am I supposed to do about Christmas?ò 

ME: ñIt might be over by Christmas.ò  

DAVID: ñOh, ****! Not you, too! ***** Dombo does enough of that.ò 

ME: ñI meant the Rule of Six.ò 

Honestly!  

 

Sunday 13

Scott Fitzgerald has waited long enough for an airing, in my opinion.  
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Monday 21
st
 September 

Bumped into Dave again today. Stood at a social distance, to duck the 

latest Tirade. Heôd just come back from Aldi. It was heaving, he said and 

there were suspiciously large amounts of loo rolls at the check-out. Weôve 

been here before. 

 

Tuesday 22
nd

 September 

Watched the extra helping of óThe Boris and Kier Showô on telly this 

afternoon. Not as bad a clamp-down as Iôd anticipated. For six months, 

though! Till next March. A year of COVID restrictions ï and only half of it 

behind us, so faréé
